WHEN:
Monday, January 16th, 2012

TIME:
4:45 warm ups, 5:00 judging starts

ATTIRE:
Skating dress, black leggings or professional sports attire are strongly recommended

JUDGING:

Judges are SCIS coaches. Skaters are judged on five elements in the following format. First, each skater will be given a common base mark by referee for each element performed. Individual elements will then be judged by the panel on skating quality of elements executed and presentation of elements executed. A presentation mark will also be awarded on presentation of connecting steps between all elements and professional and personal presentation of skater. The final score will be determined by the base mark, the judge’s element score and the presentation mark.
PROGRAM/FORMAT ELEMENTS:
A short program is required that contains the following elements, without music. (Skaters may put the program together themselves or may use a private coach. It is totally up to the individual skater. All prices for a private lesson are a contract between the skater and coach.) All skaters will be given a full sheet of ice to utilize during their program.
· One solo jump







· One combination jump






· One spin (either solo or combination spin



· Edge sequence containing elements like spirals, spread eagles, bauers or shoot the duck with connecting steps. These connecting steps might include pivots, ½ revolutions, jump or footwork in between.





· Presentation of skater. Smiles and eye contact with judges.
Skaters program should ONLY include elements the skater is capable of performing 100%. Skater will be given NO credit for difficulty unless completed.
 
FINAL SCORES AND TRYOUT RESULTS:
All scores are kept private and are confidential. Sheets are collected and turned over to the Ice Show Committee. These committee members tally all scores, verify and double check each other for correct addition. No final scores ever leave the board room or will be shared with anyone other than the Ice Show Committee members present. The highest scores will receive character positions and everyone who tries out qualifies to skate in the feature number. It is up to the discretion of the Ice Show Committee to determine show numbers.
CAST OF CHARACTERS: Characters could include, but not limited to
Cheshire Cat, Queen of Hearts, Alice, White Rabbit, Mad Hatter, Tweedle Dee & Tweedle Dumb, Door Mouse and March Hare.

GENERAL INFORMATION YOU NEED TO KNOW BEFORE TRYING OUT:
· Please read below for details and if you have any questions we would be happy to answer them. A parent or guardian signature is required before skaters may try out for a part in the show.
· AlICE’s Wonderland will be a show choreographed to a story line. In order to make this work, there will be interaction between the main characters and other show numbers at times in order to properly tell the story.

· All main characters will skate all four shows, for example solo, duos, trios or quartet
· All ice shows and all practices are mandatory for the main characters.
One excused absence per show main number will be allowed. If more than one absence per number occurs, it will be brought to the Ice Show Committee and your position may be reassigned. 
Feature numbers are vitally important to the success of the show. Other than the above exceptions attendance is expected at all rehearsals. All rehearsals the week prior to the ice show are MANDATORY, which include, first half, second half and dress rehearsal.
· Practices will begin Sunday, February 27th and run through till performances March 30th, March 31st and April 1st. 

· Feature performers will interact with group numbers, those practices will not begin until the second week of ice show rehearsals.

· Final ice show characters will be posted up to two weeks after tryouts, followed by ice show schedules.

· All decisions will be decided by the Ice Show Committee and will be final. Necessary issues will be brought before the SCIS Board if needed.
